B Harry Sanford was hunting bear in
the 1960s with a .44 Magnum revolver
when he encountered a heart-stopp-
ing malfunction. When attempting a
fast followup shot, he discovered the
cylinder wouldn’t rotate; the gun was
locked up and Incapable of being
fired!
